2. Read the book Small Gifts in God’s Hands by Max Lucado.

This is the story of Elijah and his mother Miriam. Miriam teaches her son that if Jesus is who they say
that he is, then he can do big things with little gifts. Elijah so wants to give Jesus a gift but has no money
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to buy anything. He follows Jesus and watches him teach the people and heal those who are sick. The

more he learns about Jesus the more he wishes to do something for him. He gets his chance one day when
a large group of people need to be fed. He takes five loaves and two fish and gives them to the teacher. He
learns that God does great things with small gifts.

3. Read the book Mrs. Kat; and Tush by Patricia Polacco.

This is a book about the giving nature of a little African American boy named Larnel and an elderly
Jewish women who has recently lost her husband. He asks her to adopt a kitten named Tush. She agrees
but makes him promise to help her care for the kitten. He learns about the suffering and triumph that the
African Americans share with the Jewish people. They become good friends and share their cultures. They
even share in a Passover seder meal. Larnel is always their for her and their friendship continues to grow.

This is an excellent example of serving others who need our help in one way or another. It is also
a story that will bring diversity into the classroom while teaching the children the value of caring
for others.
